Beneficiary

central contact point of the project; responsible 
for submission of the proposal and overall 
coordination/ implementation of the project.

Coordinator

• Established in TC, does not sign the grant 
agreement and cannot  directly claim costs.

• Contributes to the implementation of the action
• Hosts and seconds staff members

Secondments

RISE secondments: sending staff members (ESR, ER, ADM,TECH, 

MNG staff) to other participating organisations; two short-term goals:

Goal 1.

Staff members perform tasks 

to  achieve the objectives of 

the  proposed R&I action

Goal 2.

Staff members develop new 

R&I and transferable skills to 

boost  future career 

opportunities  through the 

RISE action and  connected 

networking activities
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Secondments

Duration

&

Size

Duration per staff member:

• Maximum 12 months

• Minimum of 1 month (30 days)

• devoted full time to the action

Funding is provided to project per 

secondment-month of each staff member

• Typical size of 200-400 PM (with max. of 540 

PM) of seconded staff funded by the EU for a 

project; no minimum size
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• Between partners from different MS/AC - only 
intersectoral

• From a MS/AC partner to a partner located in a TC - any 
sector

• From TC to MS/AC - any sector if eligible for EU funding

• Secondments may be split into several stays - by the 

same staff member from the same sending organisation 

to the same or to different  host organisation

• All secondments eligible for EU funding must be 

described in the proposal, incl. all secondments from a 

TC to MS/AC (even if not eligible for EU funding)

• Secondments from/to organisation with a capital or legal 

link - encoded and reported as secondments from/to the 

Beneficiary/TC Partner organisation which they are 

linked to
